After serving in the army in Europe
during World War ll, Minamora returned to San Francisco where he was active as a commercial artist. In
San Francisco he served as Art Director for Hanna Advertising Agency and worked actively as a free-
lance artist for several of the major advertising agencies in San Francisco, New York, Chicago and
